As we welcome in 2016, I am happy to say that the IHSCDEA has been helping make the roads safer 
in Illinois for the past 64 years.  With the support from the dedicated members of the board of directors, 
to members like you, we have accomplished a tremendous amount during my tenure as president.  
 
This past fall we had over 600 teachers attend one of the 10 workshops IHSCDEA provided around the 
state for professional development.  We saw a close to 10% growth in our membership where we 
provided them with vital information to make their programs stronger at their schools.  The Executive 
Board has done an incredible job of keeping this organization running smoothly.  I am truly blessed to 
work with such a wonderful group of people.  
  
This past fall at the Fall Workshops, we had some strong and useful presentations for those who 
attended.  At Kishwaukee College, Region 4 featured Harvard High School’s Kyle Kruse who presented 
material on how to utilize Periscope, Imovie, Edpuzzle into your Driver Education programs.  At 
Parkland College in Champaign, Chris Wingate from Neuqua Valley High School also presented at the 
Region 7 Workshop. He spoke on using the Danielson Model for Driver Education program evaluation.  
Finally, State Farm’s Analyst Brian Fields presented at all ten Regional Workshops this past fall 
introducing the State Farm Driver Feedback™ Instructor Edition app for smartphone.

The Executive Board, and in particular, Brent Johnston and Steve Scott have arranged a great lineup 
starting with the keynote speaker, Kevin Wanzer from Indianapolis, and followed by Dr. Bill Van Tassel 
from AAA, Jon Geiger a specialist in students with special needs, and Trooper Tammy Welborn of the 
Illinois State Police and much more. During the breakout sessions, we will once again be highlighting 
presentations by Kyle Kruse, Chris Wingate, Ralph Duke and Brian Fields.  Please communicate the 
level of this informative professional development to your administrators and encourage them to send 
as many Driver Education staff as possible to this year’s state conference. 
 
As we look to the future, there may be some storm clouds on the horizon.  As many of you may already 
know, the governor’s office created a task force to look into school mandates and Public High School 
Driver Education and Physical Education are being targeted once again.  I sent two of our Legislative 
Task force members, Brent Johnston and Steve Scott, to testify at two of these public hearings on 
mandates chaired by Lieutenant Governor Sanguinetti.  The governor’s team then requested a private 
meeting with the IHSCDEA.  Even after we educated the task force and the governor’s team on the 
importance of DE in public high schools, the Lieutenant Governor’s Task Force on Mandates 
recommended that both the DE and PE mandates should be removed from Illinois education.  
Apparently the Governor’s Office and task force did not see the need for affordable access to PHSDE 
for all students in this state regardless of their socio-economic status.  With this in mind, we expect to 
see a number of bills this Spring Legislative Session that will try to remove the DE and PE mandates 
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and in turn limit access to safe driving programs for countless families in Illinois.  So what can you do to 
help ensure students across the state have affordable access to DE?   
 
In late November, with the help of Theresa Bonifazi, Jodi Franzen, Steve Scott, Brent Johnston and 
John Papa, I asked our membership to help the IHSCDEA improve our ability to effectively 
communicate with its membership by volunteering to be a lead teacher at your school.   The lead 
teacher’s sole task will be to disseminate information to ALL teachers in their school, and in particular, 
those teachers in the PE, Health and DE department.  If your school has yet to respond, I encourage 
you to consider being the contact person for your building by filling out the information at the following 
link: http://goo.gl/forms/1a52t1vBrx 
 

As your president I started a campaign to gain support for public high school driver education (PHSDE) 
by soliciting the help of traffic safety advocates from around the country.  The goal of this initiative is to 
show state legislators and other public officials the strong support PHSDE has in this state.  Groups like 
the National Safety Council, ABATE, Fraternal Order of Police, ADTSEA, U Haul and Andy Pilgrim’s 
Traffic Safety Education Foundation to name a few.  If you have a connection to a company or group 
that you think would like to support PHSDE and help ensure every student in this state has affordable 
access to DE please share their contact information with us and we will contact them.   
 
Jim Archambeau our past president will also be rolling out an initiative this spring that will create a 
Traffic Safety Legislative Political Action Committee (PAC).  The goal of the PAC is to improve our 
exposure to legislators that support our goal of ensuring students in this state have affordable access to 
DE.  You can help support the PAC by making a small monetary donation.  You will be hearing more 
about this in the coming months and in Effingham at the state conference.  If you would like more 
information about the PAC or how you can help, please contact Jim Archambeau. 
 
Lastly, it will be critically important that you stay current with your IHSCDEA membership so that we 
have your latest contact information and can count on you for support legislative support this spring.  If 
we reach out to you in the coming months asking to contact legislators or fill out a witness slip for a 
particular bill, please take the time to do so.  Your calls and emails make a difference.  
 
Before I go I would like to personally extend an invitation to join us in Effingham this spring for the state 
conference.  We have a great event planned and it’s a great way to network with other traffic safety 
advocates and learn something new to share with your students.

Agenda Item # 3:  Treasurer’s Report: We went over the 2014-2015 Final Budget.  Dale Ritzel stated that we 
need to get rid of the estimated Income and just put Income in that column. Dale Ritzel discussed that he has not 
received a bill for $3,400 from ADTSEA.  Terri Biggs talked about the budget.    Carl Magsamen asked a question 
about the bill for the coffee and rolls for the conference breakfast why it was doubled from last year. We 
discussed the bill and Deb stated that she will call Patty about why it was so much.  Jim stated that we need to 
ask Patty for an itemized bill so we know the breakdown of the bill for the next conference.  Carl Magsamen also 
talked about the retirees line item that he did not go over his budget and Jim Archambeau stated that yes he did 
not go over budget, even though it shows that.

Agenda Item # 5:  President’s Report:  Dan Kleinfeldt stated that there are a couple irons in the fire.  He talked 
about how much time we spent on the budget and learning it.  He talked about the endorsement process for driver 
education.  Looking at it, it is too expensive for the endorsement.  We feel that we should drop some of the hours, 
may not be the same classes.  Another option is a 2 tier, they can get the minimum amount of hours to get started 
teaching and then later go back and finish the last 2 classes which can help with the cost.  Dale and the group are 
reaching out to ISBE to see what they can do.  Dan talked about the journal and should it be sent out 
electronically instead of paper.  You still can get a hard copy if when you sign up for a membership that can be 
asked.  The journal can be viewed online.  The cost of 4 journals is over $1,000, which could save us 
$1,500.00/year.  We still need them for membership, spring conference program, mailings.  Corporate members 
still get exposure.   
 
Dale Ritzel asked about how many people look at it online. Talked about Charles and he doesn’t have to change 
any layout process.  Since we don’t have all the numbers we are tabling this till January meeting. 
 
Agenda Item # 6: Past President’s Report:  James Archambeau talked about NHTSA assessment report.   He 
discussed that we still have not received it, but Dale Ritzel stated that this is normal not to get it very quickly.   
They thought that maybe the state is holding it up, Dale Ritzel stated no.  Dale Ritzel stated the state will 
determine where we are going with the state curriculum.  Jim discussed the Political Action Committee (PAC) and 
the committee feels that the association need to get involved with this.   There is a fee so Jim stated they need to 
set up with the group to find out how much it will be.  Dale Ritzel asked what is the purpose, Jim explained but he 
wanted to make sure that everyone understands that individual people contribute not the association and that he 
thinks this will get us somewhere with the legislators.   Dan Kleinfeldt stated that we are going to name this group 
as the Safe Teen something.  This is where the money will go when people contribute.  Our plan is to petition our 
people at our workshops and conferences to give an extra $10.00 or so to the PAC.  Jim stated that we need to 
pay to play. 
 
Agenda Item # 7:  Executive Secretary’s Report:    Terri Biggs stated that she went to the ADTSEA and got 
information for our conference with some good candidates for a keynote speaker.  She will be going to almost all 
workshops and she would like to know what time the workshop starts and where she needs to be on the agenda. 
 
Agenda Item # 8:  State Workshop Chair Report:  Steve Scott talked about the CPDU’s and how to do the 
deposits.  You can deposit at a U.S. Bank or thru your school.  He has the membership cards which he did not 
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have available at the spring conference.  New directors are Joel Zaiser from region 5, Wes Cox and assistant 
director Judy Weber-Jones from region 7.  He stated that he sent all the directors a 15 minute power point 
presentation.  He talked about the directors need to bring up about teacher of the year, Nominations, Legislative 
committee, and the witness slip and how to fill it out.  He also talked about how new members can sign up online.  
He handed out a four year summary of membership, a summer 2015 membership report.  He stated that some 
people who went to the fall workshop paid only the workshop fee but did not pay the membership fee, so he still 
needs to collect those fees.  Dave Stoltz checked about the Rockford schools and not all teach only BTW and has 
not received anything back.

Brent Johnston stated to directors to take pictures so we can put it in the journal to get their 
company out there with our association.  Dale talked about the National Teacher Preparation, Teacher Education 
Program to pilot test in Illinois.

Dan stated that with Dr. Gruber retiring, NIU’s driver education program is going to be 
gone.  With this motion we are trying to get something in place with our association to further educate anyone to 
wants to get into driver education.  Brent Johnston stated that the purpose of this motion is to ask the board of 
directors permission for a group of these colleagues, Dale Ritzel being one of them, and the executive board to 
pursue a dialog that could come up with an agreement that maybe contractual with Northern or some other 
institution that would be able to continue some type of teacher endorsement program.  So all that we are asking at 
this time is for your approval to pursue this with no financial or contractual commitment, if the group decides to do 
this they will come back to the board for a vote.  What we are saying that there is going to be a problem on the 
horizon and that we are going to have to deal with it.  Dale made a comment that there are 2 different teaching 
models that are in other states such as Vermont and Oregon.   
 
Mike Hionis called the question, motion passed.  
 
Terri Biggs brought up that maybe we should meet in March instead of January for the board of directors meeting, 
so we can make this a face to face meeting instead of a conference call.  She would like to discuss this in May.  
 
Dale made a comment that everyone should look at the Fry’s Report (15 pages) to see how bad the reporting was 
done.

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TEENS HAVE MORE CAR CRASHES

 Teen driver statistics are alarming.  Data from the Insurance Institute for Highway 
Safety indicates sixteen to nineteen year olds are nearly three times more likely to be involved 
in a crash than elderly adult drivers.  One in five sixteen year olds will have an accident in their 
first year of driving according to an insurer-funded study.  Even more disturbing, the Center for 
Disease Control identified car crashes as the leading cause of death among 16 – 19 year olds.  
Driver’s education teachers are in a unique position to make teens aware of the trend, and 
encourage them to adopt strategies to reach their destination safely. 
 Most eager young motorists lack the experience and maturity to deal with unexpected 
driving situations.  They can compensate for these limitations by adopting responsible driving 
habits.  Reinforce the following ideas to help driver’s education students beat the odds. 
¶ Always wear a seat belt – whether you are a driver or passenger.  Teens killed in crashes are 

often not buckled up. 

¶ Follow the speed limit.  Excessive speeding is a factor in nearly a third of teens’ fatal crashes. 

¶ Maintain sufficient space between your car and other vehicles.  Following too close gives you no 

time to react to sudden braking. 

¶ Pull off the road if you need to make a call.  Talking on the cell phone takes attention away from 

driving.   

¶ Stay focused.  Be ready to make adjustments for hazardous situations on the road, and 

changing weather conditions.   

¶ Limit the number of teenage passengers.  Having other people in the car is distracting, and may 

cause the driver to make risky decisions behind the wheel. 

¶ Never get behind the wheel while drowsy or impaired with drugs or alcohol. 

Auto insurance is another important component of driving responsibly.  Insurance 
provides protection from financial loss related to costly vehicle repairs, hospital bills, and legal 
services that result from a car crash.  In fact, all licensed motor vehicles must have liability 
insured under Illinois law.  The minimum is $25,000 bodily injury per person, $50,000 bodily 
injury per accident, and $20,000 property damage coverage.  It is best to consider higher 
limits, as the minimum requirement may not be enough to adequately protect your financial 
assets. Physical damage insurance on the vehicle you own is optional, but lenders typically 
require it.

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STUDY SHOWS DRIVER'S ED 
SIGNIFICANTLY REDUCES TEEN 

CRASHES, TICKETS

A new study that followed more than 150,000 teen drivers over eight years has found that driver's 
education significantly reduces crashes and traffic violations among new drivers.Young drivers who 
have not completed driver's education are 75 percent more likely to get a traffic ticket, 24 percent more 
likely to be involved in a fatal or injury accident and 16 percent more likely to have an accident, the 
study showed. 
 

Those findings challenge more than three decades of assumptions about the value of driver's 
education. After an early 1980s study that questioned the effectiveness of driver's education classes, 
many states quit paying for those programs. Some insurance companies discontinued offering premium 
discounts for driver's education. 
 

Researchers Duane Shell and Ian Newman of the Nebraska Prevention Center for Alcohol and Drug 
Abuse at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln compiled the driving records of 151,800 Nebraska youth 

who obtained their provisional operators permit between 2003 and 2010. 
About 53 percent of the teens took a state-approved driver's education course to qualify for the permit. 
The remainder qualified by logging 50 hours of practice driving under the supervision of a parent or 
other adult. During their first year of driving, the group who took driver's ed had significantly fewer 

accidents and traffic tickets than the group that logged driving hours without formal driving instruction. 
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For example: 
 

¶ 11.1 percent of the driver's education cohort was involved in a car crash, compared to 12.9 percent of 

those who did not take driver's education. 
¶ 2.1 percent of the driver's education group was involved in an accident that caused injury or death, 

compared to 2.6 percent of those who did not take driver's education. 

¶ 10.4 percent of students who took driver's education was ticketed for moving traffic violations, 
compared to 18.3 percent of those who did not take driver's education. 

¶ Similar trends were seen for alcohol-related violations and for crashes and traffic violations during the 
second year of driving. 
 

"Teens taking Driver Education are less likely to be involved in crashes or to receive a traffic violation 
during their first two years of driving," the researchers concluded. "Because teen crashes fatality rates 
are highest and at ages 16-18, these reductions are especially meaningful. Driver Education appears to 
make a difference in teen traffic outcomes at a time when risk is highest." 
 

The findings contrast with studies dating back to the early 1980s that found no demonstrated benefit to 
driver's education courses. Those studies, and tight government budgets, led to many states reducing 
financial support for driver's education classes, said Fred Zwonechek, director of Nebraska's Office of 
Highway Safety. 
 

Most driver's education courses in Nebraska are now offered by third-party providers. The Nebraska 
Safety Council, for example, teaches about 700 students per year in five Nebraska communities. 
Students pay the $325 fee for the course, which includes 20 hours of classroom instruction and 5 1/2 
hours behind the wheel, Executive Director Laurie Klosterboer said. 
 

The UNL researchers said their study, essentially a census of all teens who obtained provisional 

operators permits during the study's time frame, avoided many of the methodological issues 
related to sampling that made it difficult for past studies to get a clear picture of the effects of 
driver's education. 
 

Under Nebraska's graduated licensing law, student drivers have two paths to obtain their provisional 
operator's permit: driver's education or logging driving hours under adult supervision. Under both 
routes, they must drive safely for at least one year before they can get a full driver's license. Other 
states either require a mixture of driver's ed and logged driving hours to qualify for the permit, or they 
allow teens to drive sooner if they take driver's education. Such provisions make it difficult to isolate the 
effects of driver's education. 
 

Generally, the provisional permit forbids teens from driving without supervision after midnight. It also 
prohibits having more than one teenaged friend in the car during the first six months of driving. 
The researchers, who included Ana Lucia Cordova-Cazar and Jill M. Heese of the Survey Research 
and Methodology Program of UNL's Gallup Research Center, combined records from seven databases 

maintained by the Nebraska Department of Roads, the Nebraska Department of Motor Vehicles and its 
Office of Highway Safety, the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services and the National 

Highway Traffic Safety Administration. 
 

Though girls and higher-income teens are more likely to take driver's education, the researchers found 
similar crash and violation results after controlling for factors such as economic status, urban/rural 
residence, ethnicity and gender.

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NIGHT DRIVING RESTRICTION REDUCES 
YOUNG DRIVER CRASHES

Restricting teenagers from driving unsupervised at night, and introducing strict penalties and other 
licensing requirements, could reduce crashes significantly, according to research. 
Published in Health Affairs, the study by researchers from Monash University and Harvard Medical 
School, shows that driving laws that eliminate or deter unsupervised night driving by people younger 
than 18 achieve substantial reductions in car crashes. 
 
Car crashes are the leading cause of death among people aged 15-19 worldwide. In the US, where the 
study was based, teen drivers experience motor vehicle crashes at more than twice the rate of the total 
population of licensed drivers. 
 
Researchers evaluated the impact of changes to the Massachusetts graduated driver licensing 

program. Designed to allow young drivers under 18 years to gain experience before receiving their full 

license, the program prohibits driving unsupervised at night. It also imposes penalties for those violating 
the restriction and includes compulsory drowsy driving education programs.

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Police crash records of drivers aged 16-17 were analyzed for one year before and five years after the 
law's implementation in 2007. Two comparison groups were also evaluated. 
The results showed that crash rates for drivers aged 16-17 fell 19 per cent, nighttime crashes for this 
age group fell by 29 per cent, and crashes causing fatal or incapacitating injury fell by 40 per cent. 
 
The lead author, Professor Shantha Rajaratnam from the School of Psychological Sciences at Monash 
University, and the Brigham and Women's Hospital and Harvard Medical School in Boston, said the 18-

19 age group should be the focus of targeted night driving interventions strategies in the future. 
 
"Young people are strikingly overrepresented in sleep-related crashes. That's because they are more 

vulnerable than older people to performance impairment as a result of sleep deprivation, particularly 
during the night time when the biological clock in the brain is signaling sleep," he said. 
 
"In the US, and similarly in Australia, drowsy driving is responsible for about 20 per cent of fatal 
crashes. This study provides strong evidence for policy makers, not only in the US, but more broadly, 
that graduated driver licensing programs that include tough penalties for violating restrictions on night 
driving among teenagers, are highly effective in reduce motor vehicle crashes,." 
 
Night driving restrictions are already a feature of graduated driving licensing laws in nearly all states in 
the US. This study recommends that these restrictions have a much greater impact when they are 
accompanied by strict penalties, including enforcing drivers' license suspensions as the penalty for 
intermediate stage drivers who violate night driving prohibitions, with incremental increases in the 
duration of the suspension for subsequent violations. 
Education about the risks associated with night driving, including driver sleepiness; through mandatory 
driver training courses are among other measures suggested. 
 
Senior author Dr Charles Czeisler from Harvard Medical School and Brigham and Women's Hospital in 
Boston said: "Our data indicate that the 2007 revisions to the Massachusetts Junior Operator Law have 
prevented about 320 fatal and incapacitating injuries and 13,000 motor vehicle crashes among 
Massachusetts teen drivers over the past eight years."

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HOW TO START YOUR CAR

Starting a car for the first time can be a challenge especially when you're just learning to drive. Luckily, 
the process for starting a car is designed to be easy, whether your car has an automatic or a manual 
transmission. This article will walk you through both possibilities - just see Step 1 below to get started. 

STEPS 
 
Starting a Car 

1. Get in the driver's seat and buckle up. Put on your seat belt. Do not drive without wearing a seat 
belt!  

2. Insert the key into the ignition. The ignition point is often located near the steering wheel. It 
looks like a round piece of metal, often with writing on it, with a keyhole in the center of it. Insert 
the key all the way into the ignition after you find it. 

¶ For most vehicles, you will need to take the key that came with the vehicle. You can usually 
also use a copy, provided it has been made properly. 

¶ Some newer model cars may not have a traditional key. You will need to find a button to 
start the car on these vehicles; this is usually labeled something like "engine start" and 
placed in a conspicuous location. 

3. If you're starting an automatic car, put the shift selector in either the "P" or "N" position. 
"Automatic" refers to a car's transmission. It means that you don't have to do the shifting 
yourself — the car does it automatically. 
 

¶ If the car has an automatic transmission, there will be only two pedals. In some automatic 
cars a flat rubber pad is placed on the far left of the driver's foot area; this is a "dead pedal" 
meant to be place to rest your foot and is not a pedal. 

¶ Automatic transmission cars have a device called a neutral safety switch that prevents the 
starter from engaging unless the shift selector is in the "P" or "N" positions ("Park" or 
"Neutral"). This prevents the car from starting in gear. 

4. If you're starting a car with a manual transmission, put the shift selector in "N," or neutral. 
 
¶ If the car has a manual transmission, the car will have three pedals; the far left is the clutch 

pedal. 

¶ It is important to make sure the transmission is in neutral — meaning that none of the gears 
are engaged - before attempting to start the car. If the car is "in gear" or sending power from 
the engine through the transmission to the wheels when the engine starts, the car will lurch 
when starting up and then stall. Damage to transmissions can also occur in some vehicles if 
they are started in gear. 

¶ You can verify that a manual transmission car is in neutral by lightly jiggling the shifter; if it 
moves freely, then the transmission is not in gear. If the shifter is stuck, as if in a notch, then 
the car is in gear. While pressing the clutch with your foot, move the gear shifter out of gear 
before starting the car. 
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5. Twist the ignition key to start the car. You will have to rotate the key past two stops and push 
against a spring-loaded third and final stop to start the car. Use the same hand that you used to 
insert the key, and make sure you don't pull the key out while twisting it. 

 

¶ Release the key just after twisting to the ignition point. If you keep the key turned as far as it 
will go after the engine is running, you will hear a very ugly grinding sound which comes 
from the gears in the starter and the gears in the engine grinding together. This is of course 
very bad for the car.  
 

 
 

¶ The first two notches are labeled 'ACC' for 'accessories' and the second labeled 'ON'. The 
first position enables usage of the radio and other electrical accessories; the 'ON' position is 
the position that the key springs back to after pressing against the ignition. 

6. If the engine won't start, try these tricks in order. Sometimes, after turning your key in the 
ignition, a perfectly working car will fail to start. Don't worry; it's not the end of the world. 
 

¶ If the key will not move past the first or second notch and the steering wheel will not move, 
the car has a steering lock engaged. A steering lock is a safety device designed to help 
make sure the car doesn't start unattended. On these cars you may have to 'jiggle' or shake 
the steering wheel back and forth a little to allow the keys to turn. 

¶ If the car will not start, try pressing firmly on the brake pedal and/or clutch pedal while then 
turning the key. This is a feature with some newer cars intended to prevent them from taking 
off unpredictably when they are turned on. 

¶ If the car still will not start, try turning the key in the other direction. Some older cars may not 
follow the same conventions as modern cars. 

7. Be careful shifting into gear. Some (not all) manual transmission cars are equipped with a clutch 
safety switch which interrupts the electricity to the starter unless the clutch is fully depressed; 
this means that the clutch pedal must be pressed for the car to start. 
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¶ Once the engine is running, do not release the clutch suddenly with the engine in gear and 
no pressure on the accelerator; this will result in sudden vehicle movement and most likely 
stall the engine, causing it to suddenly stop running. You can prevent this from happening 
by ensuring that the car is not in gear before starting (using the gearshift-jiggling method 
above). 

8. Look into your mirrors to avoid any people, objects, or cars, and drive safely. Be sure to follow 
the rules of the road, and be a defensive driver. 

 
 
Troubleshooting If the Car Won't Start 

1. Know that cars may refuse to start for any number of reasons. Consult your car's manual and 
take your car to a mechanic if at all possible. If you really have to get somewhere or if you do 
not have access to a mechanic you can troubleshoot your car yourself. 
 

2. Learn how to start a car in very cold weather. If the car will not start and it is very cold outside, 
you may need to "pump the gas" or add additional fuel to the engine to make it easier to start. 
Whether you do or not depends on whether your car has a fuel injected or a carburetor engine. 
 

¶ If the car was made before 1990, assume the car has a carburetor. A carburetor is a 
mechanical device that mixes air and fuel and feeds it into the engine. On these cars, "pump 
the gas" a few times by pressing the accelerator pedal before starting. Pumping the gas in 
the causes the carburetor to release a small amount of fuel into the engine. Each time you

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depress the gas pedal on a car equipped with a carburetor, more liquid gas will be squirted 
into the engine. 

¶ Be careful when you are pumping the gas on a cold car. Adding too much gas before a start 
may "flood" the engine, filling it with too much fuel and too little air to ignite properly since 
liquid fuel does not easily burn. (See the tip on starting a flooded engine.) 

¶ If the engine has been flooded, press the gas pedal fully to the floor and crank the engine 
over. A fully depressed pedal will allow extra air into the engine to dry out the extra fuel. You 
may have to crank the engine longer than normal to get it to start. When it starts, release the 
gas. 

3. If your car will not "turn over" or crank, consider jumping the battery or replacing it. Dead 
batteries are by far the most common reason that engines won't start. In order to get your car 
running again, you'll want to jump your engine's battery. Otherwise, you'll want to change out a 
dead battery and replace it with a new one. 
 

 

 

4. If the car makes clicking noises but will not start, consider replacing the alternator. You or your 
mechanic can perform a simple test to figure out if your alternator needs to be replaced. 
 

5. If the car's battery and alternator are good but the car will not start, consider replacing the 
starter. This is a repair that you or your mechanic can perform.

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TIPS 

¶ After you start your engine, prior to pulling away, make sure there aren't any small 
animals like cats which generally hide in places near and beneath your vehicle. 

¶ Make sure you have the right key. Many modern cars have anti-theft systems that 
prevent the car from starting if the wrong key is used. If your key has a "chip" near the 
base or a transponder built into the head, then even a copy of the key won't work. It may 
unlock the ignition lock, but turning it will not start the car. 

¶ To keep the vehicle from rolling, on manual transmission cars, set the parking brake 
before depressing the clutch. 

¶ For a vehicle with a push-button ignition, you will want to push the ignition button, after 
doing any steps that you need to do beforehand. 

¶ For a diesel vehicle, you will want to warm up the glow plugs (GM, Ford) or grid heater 
(Dodge) first. This is normally represented by a light on the dashboard which will turn off 
after a few seconds once the engine is heated. Refer to the related articles for more 
information. 

¶ Know your vehicle first. It saves time and energy to know exactly where to put the key. 

¶ Some cars (eg. Renault) have an immobilizer setup whereby the lock/unlock button on 
the key fob has to be pressed before the engine will start. 

 
WARNINGS 

¶ With manual transmission cars, be careful of causing sudden movements from 
using the clutch. If the car is in gear when the engine is turned on, it will lurch forward 
(or backward if it is in reverse) when the engine 'turns over'. This could damage 
property or even injure a living being who is in front of (or behind) the vehicle. Practice 
with these cars and understand how manual transmissions work before driving places 
where you could get into an accident or harm someone. 

¶ Cars and other vehicles are not toys or play things. In the hands of a person who 
has not been taught to drive, or who is otherwise not fit to drive, they are likely to cause 
serious injury or death. Never attempt to start a vehicle if you are not competent to do 
so. If you are driving for the first time, do so under instruction from somebody who is 
competent! 

¶ If the car won't start, don't just keep cranking the engine. Do not crank the engine 
longer than 60 seconds in any five minute period. The starter needs to cool between 
uses. If you fail to follow this rule you will most likely burn out the starter engine, which 
is basically a smaller electrically powered engine that supplies the initial force to get the 
main engine running. Once this occurs the only way to get the car to run will be an 
expensive replacement. If the engine will not start even after 60 seconds of attempts, 
there is something wrong that requires professional help. 
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My Car Wonôt Start ï Now What? 
 AAA Offers Advice to Stranded Drivers 

 

Many Americans rely on their cars for nearly every part of their life—to commute to work, to attend 
school, to run errands, to socialize with friends or to get away on vacation. AAA recognizes one of the 
most stressful things that can happen to a driver is to suddenly have their car not work. 

“Whether sitting in your driveway or stranded on the roadside, having a car that won’t start is a 
nerve-racking experience. There are a few things to remember that can help keep you safe 
and possibly get you back on the go more quickly,” said John Nielsen, AAA National director 
of Auto Repair, Buying Services and Consumer Information. 

What If It Suddenly Won’t Start? 

If a car previously was running well and suddenly will not start, it could be an issue with the 
vehicle’s battery. While in many cases it may have become discharged, in others it’s possible 
the cause of the problem is a poor connection that can easily be fixed. 

Open the hood and inspect the battery. Make sure it is securely mounted in place, then check 
the cable clamps connected to the battery. If they are loose or covered in corrosive build up, 
that could be the source of the problem. Clean any corrosion from the battery terminals and 
cable clamps, and ensure the clamps are tight enough that they will not move. 

If a poor battery connection does not seem to be the problem, check a few other basic items such as 
ensuring the vehicle (if an automatic transmission) is fully in park. Also, make sure there is fuel in the 
car. 

If those items do not seem to be the source of the problem, then it’s time to call a road service provider, 
such as AAA, that has knowledgeable technicians to assist. As the nation’s largest motor club, AAA 
trains its roadside technicians to diagnose common vehicle problems onsite, as a result, they are able 

to get three out of five cars on the go, eliminating the need for a tow. 

What If It Strands Me On A Roadway? 

“If a vehicle begins to experience 
problems while being driven or 
suddenly can no longer be driven, 
safety should become the driver’s 
first priority,” said Nielsen. 

If the car is clearly experiencing a 
problem but can still be driven a 
short distance, drive to a safe 
location such as a parking lot. If the 
vehicle stops running but still has 
coasting momentum, guide it to the 
far right shoulder, as far off the road 
as possible while remaining on level 
ground. Turn on the emergency 
flashers to alert other motorists.

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If the car cannot get completely off the roadway, switch on the safety/emergency flashers and consider 
leaving the vehicle and moving to a safer location. Occupants should not remain in a vehicle if there is 
a possibility it may be struck from behind by other traffic. For the same reason, it is generally not a good 
idea to attempt to push the car off the road. 

Drivers and passengers should exit a broken down car on the side away from traffic if at all possible. 
Use extreme caution and watch for oncoming vehicles, especially at night or in bad weather when 
visibility is limited. While waiting for help, never stand directly behind or in front of the disabled vehicle. 

In addition to turning on a vehicle’s emergency flashers, drivers can signal other motorists that they 
have a problem by raising the car hood, tying a brightly colored handkerchief or scarf to the antenna or 
door handle, or setting out flares, warning triangles or emergency beacons. These signals can help 
other drivers recognize there is a problem and hopefully prompt them to slow down, allow more room 
and proceed with caution while passing. 

Communicating Your Situation 

Once the driver and passengers are in a safe location, 
request assistance from a road service provider such as AAA. 
Make note of surroundings, landmarks, buildings or road 
signs to help relay your location. 

Safety experts agree that under most circumstances, provided 
the car is away from the flow of traffic, it is safest for the driver 
and passengers to remain in the vehicle while waiting for law 
enforcement or roadside assistance to arrive. If drivers feel 
they are in an unsafe situation, they should communicate that 
fact to the roadside assistance operator when calling for 
assistance.

Where Do I Send My Car? 

Once assistance arrives, if the technician is unable to remedy the problem at the roadside, the car will 
have to be towed somewhere for repair. Unless the driver is a savvy automotive do-it-yourselfer who 
wants the car towed home, the vehicle will most likely be towed directly to a repair facility. 

When traveling away from home, or if the driver does not have a regular repair facility, AAA can provide 
the names and locations of a nearby AAA Approved Auto repair facilities. These shops have met 
stringent professional standards for training, equipment, cleanliness and customer service. AAA 
Approved Auto Repair is a free public service that can help any motorist identify trustworthy, 
quality auto repair facilities..
